1.  Dates of the Maine National Guard Youth Camp 2003:  18-24 July 2004  &  25 – 31 July 2004
2.  Reporting time for each camp is the day prior at Noon.  Training, set up and in processing will take place during that time.  You may apply for one or both.  Please annotate on your application if you have a specific week that you wish to volunteer.

2.  Location of Youth Camp is Bog Brook Training Site, Gilead, Maine.   

3. Application must be sent in not later than  1 April 2004  to be considered.  All applications should be sent to:

A selection committee will review applications and will notify you nlt 15 April 2004 of selection/non selection.

4.  There will be mandatory training that will take place in 4 geographical areas prior to camp for ALL volunteers who have never attended camp before.    Previous attendees will be strongly encouraged to attend also.  The time/date/location of these sessions will be sent to you in your welcome packet.

5.  A day camp will be offered for volunteers children 5-8 years of age.  The hours of operation will be

7 a.m. thru 5 p.m.  There is a $40 charge for these children which will help to cover food, t-shirts and activities.  If you wish to be a cabin counselor, you should not bring a day camper.  Your job is very demanding and the campers will need your full attention.    If you  bring a day camper of the opposite gender you will need to have sleeping arrangements of your own, i.e. camper, tent, or hotel down the road.     

6.   We are accepting up to 80 applications for each session.    Children age 9-12 of volunteers will NOT receive  first priority this year; however, with 160 campers slot available, it should not be an issue of having your child attend with you.    Please note that you will have ample opportunity to interact and visit with your child during  youth camp week.  However, it is preferred that children and parents are not placed together in the same cabin.  This allows the child to grow independently and also frees the parent to concentrate on the  many  responsibilities he or she may have.  

7.  Teens of adult volunteers will not receive any priority in being selected as a Junior Counselor.  They must  apply and go through an interview  processed outlined in their application packet.
