Acknowledgement of Foundation Fund Conditions

The Maine National Guard Foundation Fund was established, and is maintained, through the generous donations of the citizens of Maine.  The purpose is to aid Maine service members during emergency situations.

There are three options to request funds.  Additional guidelines are provided in the Standard Operating Procedures:  	
1- Bridge loans: must be paid back within 90 days and require verification funds are forthcoming which will enable the individual to make repayment.  
2- Grants: Do not require repayment, however should the recipient find themselves in a position which enables them to make a contribution back to the Foundation this is certainly welcome.
3 – The Foundation provides special grant consideration for catastrophic situations (serious medical issues, house fire, loss of property to natural disaster, etc).

The types of emergency situations we will consider include but are not limited to:
· Emergency car repairs
· Emergency home repairs, ex: faulty wiring, burst pipes, broken furnace (not home upgrades or remodels unless medically necessary)
· Overdue utilities: electricity, heating oil, natural gas, phones, 
· Overdue mortgage/rent for primary residence
· Emergency medical situations and catastrophic issues
· Emergency airfare 

The Foundation Fund will not consider requests for:
· Credit card payments unless the expense(s) is directly related to an urgent/emergency situation
· Loan payments for luxury items such as RVs, four wheelers, etc
How to submit requests:
· MEARNG: requests are submitted through the soldier’s chain of command and signed off as indicated below and then sent to the MENG Foundation Fund Manager or the State Family Program Director
· MEANG: requests are submitted through the airman’s chain of command and signed off as indicated below.  The application is then processed through the Airman & Family Readiness Program Office who will forward the completed request to the MENG Foundation Fund Manager 
· Other Services: Requests will be processed through the Family Assistance Centers and must be signed off on as indicated below and then sent to the MENG Foundation Fund Manager or the State Family Program Director
