Intelligence Oversight Quarterly Reporting Aid

NOTE  -  Please remember that IO is no just applicable to Military Intelligence units, but to all units that have a G-2/S-2/Intelligence Officer or NCO, as these sections and personnel are considered intelligence components of the United States Armed Forces.

Training Paragraph

     Use this paragraph to report all IO training events for the quarter, throughout the State.  IO training can and should take place at several sources.  Include training conducted by the State IO proponent, the IG, ANG units, ARNG unit IO monitors, and the initial/annual refresher training conducted by/for Counterdrug personnel, as required by NGR 500-2.

Inspections Paragraph

     This should include all IO inspection for the quarter, throughout the State.  Include inspections conducted by the State IO proponent, the IG, Command Inspections (to include AF MAJCOMs), Staff Assistance Visits, and those conducted by external agencies (ATSD(IO), Departments of the Army or Air force, NGB, etc.)  These inspections results should be reported to the IG for inclusion in the Quarterly Report.

     An easy way to accomplish IO inspections without adding to your inspection schedule is to include an IO review in your regularly scheduled unit visits.  During the unit inspection, do a document review of the G-2/S-2/Intelligence files for compliance.  Also check for AR 381-10, AFI 14-104 (for joint ARNG/ANG organizations), IO training records and the unit SOP/guidance.  Talk to the IO monitor and other responsible personnel to check the level of understanding about IO.

     Based on new Congressional guidance, please include the following information about any IO inspections that have been conducted:


a.  The number of IO inspections conducted


b.  By inspection, who conducted the inspection (i.e. IG, State IO Officer, NGB,     


     etc)


c.  The number of units inspected

 
d.  Results of the inspections (Compliance, non-compliance, areas of concern)

“Questionable Activity” Paragraph

     This paragraph is only an update on any “questionable activity” that has already been reported.  Include the following information:


a.  Description of the nature of the “questionable activity.”


b.  Date, time, and location of occurrence.


c.  Individual, group, or unit responsible for the “questionable activity.”


d.  Summary of the incident including references to particular portions of 


     AR 381-10.


e.  Status of the investigation regarding the incident.
