NON-SUPPORT

AR 608-99 addresses the Army’s Child Custody, Paternity, and Financial Support Policies With Regard to Soldiers and Their Family Members. Also Provides Information on Garnishment and Involuntary Allotments for Payment of Support Under a Court Order.

COMMANDERS WILL...

· ensure that soldiers are informed of consequences 

· process non-support complaints 

· counsel soldiers when complaints are received 

· answer all official correspondence 

· answer all correspondence from family members 

· inform the first field grade officer of repeat offenders of this regulation 

· take appropriate action against the soldier who fails to comply

SOLDIERS WILL...

· manage their personal affairs satisfactorily 

· provide adequate and continuous support 

· comply with all court orders 

· maintain reasonable contact with family members 

· resolve non-support issues with family 

· In the absence of a court order or written support agreement, provide financial support equal to BAQ 

NON-SUPPORT GUIDELINES

· AR 608-99, para 2-5: Punitive Provisions regarding support. 

· Soldiers will not violate the support provisions of a court order 

· The support provisions of a written financial support agreement in the absence of a court order. 
· Commanders will take appropriate action. These actions include, but are not limited to the following: Para 3-10, c (1) - (7) 

· Counseling 

· Article 15 

· Admonition 

· Court-martial 

· Admin Separation 

· Bar to Reenlistment 
· Unless otherwise required by court order or written agreement, payment will be made in one of the following ways: Para 2-7 

· Cash 

· Check 

· Money Order 

· Electronic Funds Transfer 

· Voluntary Allotment 

· Involuntary Allotment 

· Garnishment (Wage assignment)
