*AD  (Active Duty)  Full-time duty in the active military service of the United States.  It includes full-time training duty, annual training duty, and attendance, while in active military service, at a school designated as a service school by law and the Secretary of the Military Department concerned.  It does not include full-time National Guard duty.  For the RC, AD is comprised of the categories ADT and ADOT.

ADME  (Active Duty Medical Extension)  In certain cases, mobilized RC members may elect to accept extended health care or evaluation beyond their initial release from active duty.  In compliance with Title 10, Section 1145, RC members may be retained on active duty when an injury or illness occurred in the line of duty while in support of contingency operations.   A physician’s statement is needed to verify medical treatment is required for more than 30 days.  Also required: Completed line of duty determination, the soldier’s consent to remain on active duty and a DA Form 4187 signed by the commander.  

*ADSW  (Active Duty Special Work)  A tour of AD for Reserve personnel authorized from military or Reserve personnel appropriations for work on AC or RC programs (ADSW-AC funded or ADSW-RC funded).  The purpose of ADSW is to provide the necessary skilled manpower assets to support existing or emerging requirements.  By policy, ADSW tours are normally limited to 139 days, or less, in one fiscal year.   Tours exceeding 180 days are accountable against AC or AGR end strength in accordance with 10 USC 115 , unless specifically provided for in public law.  Training may occur in the conduct of ADSW.

*ADT  (Active Duty for Training)  A category of AD used to provide structured individual and/or unit training, or educational courses to RC members.  Included in the ADT category are AT, IADT, and OTD.  The primary purpose of ADT is to provide individual and/or unit readiness training, but ADT may support AC missions and requirements; i.e., operational support, thereby adding substance to the Total Force.

*ADOT  (Active Duty Other than for Training)  A category of AD used to provide RC support to either AC or RC missions.  It includes the categories of ADSW, AGR duty, and involuntary AD in accordance with 10 USC 12301, 12302, and 12304 and 14 USC 712.  Training may occur in the conduct of ADOT.

AFS  (Active Federal Service) (per Title 10 and 32 of the United States Code); for the purposes of this document, AFS will refer to the definitions in 37 USC 101, paragraphs (18) and (20).

*AGR   (Active Guard and Reserve) duty.  AD performed by a member of an RC of the Army, Navy, Air Force, or Marine Corps, Coast Guard, or FTNGD performed by a member of the National Guard under an order to AD or FTNGD for a period of 180 consecutive days or more for organizing, administering, recruiting, instructing, or training the Reserve components.  Personnel performing such duty are included in the Full Time Support numbers for each RC under the collective title of AGR.  

AMOPES  (Army Mobilization Operations Planning and Execution System)  Provides guidance establishing training criteria of Army Reserve Component for mobilization through the Unit Deployment Designator System (UDDS).  AMOPES provides a source document for issuing policies, procedures, guidance, and planning assumptions for the functional areas of training, exercises, mobilization, deployment, employment, sustainment, expansion of forces beyond the approved force structure, redeployment, demobilization and reconstitution of Army forces through the various levels of mobilization (PRC, partial, full, and total mobilization).

*AT  (Annual Training)  It is the minimum period of training that Reserve members must perform each year to satisfy the training requirements associated with their RC’s assignment.  The primary purpose of AT is to provide individual and/or unit readiness training, but AT may support AC missions and requirements; i.e., operational support, thereby adding substance to the Total Force.  

CONUS   (Continental United States); refers to installations based in 48 contiguous states.

CONUSA   (Continental United States Army)  The numbered armies in Continental United States with an area support mission for RC units.

COTTAD   (Contingency Operations Temporary Tour of Active Duty)  A federalized Title 10 status used in mobilization of National Guard troops.

DUIC   (Derivative Unit Identification Code)  Used in mobilization operation to call up sub-elements of a unit.

EFM   (Exceptional Family Member)  Children requiring early intervention for development delays or special education services.

FORMDEPS   (FORSCOM Mobilization and Deployment Planning System)  The objectives of FORMDEPS is to provide consolidated mobilization, deployment and demobilization procedural planning guidance, responsibilities, and instructions.  

FORSCOM   Forces Command 

*FTNGD  (Full-Time National Guard Duty)  Training or other duty, other than inactive duty, performed by a member of the ARNGUS or the ANGUS in a member’s status as a member of the National Guard of a State or territory, the Commonwealth or Puerto Rico, or the District of Columbia as described in 10 USC 101(d)(5).  FTNGD is active service in accordance with section 10 USC 101(d)(3).

GCMCA  (General Court-Martial Convening Authority) refers to the first officer in a soldier’s chain of command who has Court-Martial authority over him or her.

HOR   (Home of Record) used to refer to troop’s home station residence and used for income tax claims; In mobilization, refers to soldiers status of permanent duty station prior to MOB.

HRO   Human Resource Officer

*IAD  (Involuntary Active Duty)  Duty used in support of military operations when it is determined by the President or Congress that RC forces are required to augment the AC.  It is provided for within the provisions of 10 USC 12301 and 12302 for full and partial mobilization, respectively; 10 USC 12304 for Presidential Selected Reserve Call-Up authority, and 14 USC 712 for Secretary of Transportation Coast Guard Reserve call-ups for domestic emergencies.  For other purposes, Secretaries concerned may order members involuntarily to AD in accordance with provisions of 10 USC 12301 (b) or 12303.  

*IADT  (Initial Active Duty Training)  Training that provides basic military training and technical skill training required for all enlisted accessions.  Provisions regarding IADT for non-prior Service persons, enlisted members receiving stipends under the Armed Forces Health Professions Stipend Program for Reserve Service, and all other enlistees and/or inductees are provided in DoD Instruction 1215.19.  

*IDT  (Inactive Duty Training)  Authorized training performed by members of an RC not on AD, and performed in connection with the prescribed activities of the RC, of which they are a member.  It consists of regularly scheduled unit training periods, ATPs, and equivalent training as defined in DoD Instruction 1215.19.  The primary purpose of IDT is to provide individual and/or unit readiness training, but IDT may support AC missions and requirements; i.e., operational support, thereby adding substance to the Total Force.  IDT also encompasses muster duty, in the performance of the annual screening program.

ING  (Inactive National Guard)   Refers to soldiers who for some reason are unable to participate satisfactorily in regularly scheduled training assemblies and/or annual training (AT).  See NGR 614-1 for more information.

IRR  (Individual Ready Reserve)   Consists of those members of the Ready Reserve who are not in the Selected Reserve or the inactive National Guard; in this context, they are subject to being ordered to active duty involuntarily in accordance with 10 USC 12304.

JFTR  Joint Federal Travel Register

M & R/A  Manpower and Reserve Affairs subsection of the Assistant Secretary of the Army

M-Day   (Mobilization Day)  Used to designate the day on which mobilization is to begin.  The day the Secretary of Defense, based on a decision by the President and/or Congress, directs mobilization.  All mobilization planning will be based on that date.

M-Date  (Mobilization Date)  Used to designate the day on which mobilization for a particular unit is to begin.  All home station mobilization planning will be based on that date.

MILPO   (Military Personnel Office)  Refers most typically to state Army Guard installation that handles all Title 32, ‘traditional’ M-Day personnel administrative files, records and other business. 

MPMO   (Military Personnel Management Officer)  Officially refers to the officer in charge of the MILPO. 

NGB   National Guard Bureau

OCONUS   (Overseas from Continental U.S.)   Refers to any geographic area where a soldier is deployed beyond the 48 contiguous states and the District of Columbia. 

RASL  (Reserve Active-Status List)   A single list for the Army, Navy, Air Force, or marine Corps that contains the names of all officers of that armed force except warrant officers who are in an active status in a reserve component of the four services and are not on an active-duty list.

* RCC  (Reserve Component Categories)  Categories identifying an individual’s status in an RC.  The three RCCs are Ready Reserve, Standby Reserve, and Retired Reserve.  Each RC member is identified by a specific RCC designation.

ROPMA   (Reserve Officer Personnel Management Act)  Governs promotion policy of Reserve Component officers; see 10 USC Subtitle E, Part III, Promotion and Retention of Officers on the Reserve Active-Status List. 

RCUCH   (Reserve Component Unit Commanders Handbook)  Also known as FORSCOM Reg 500-3-3, Volume 3; principal reference for mobilization guidance for unit commanders; provides extensive checklists and outlines requirements.
Selectively Continued:  Has met a Continuation Board as defined by 10 USC 14101(b)  Continuation Boards.

SMP   (Simultaneous Membership Program)  Refers to ROTC cadets who are also members of the Army National Guard.

SRIP  (Selective Reserve Incentives Program)  Refers to bonuses, civilian acquired skills program and student loans.

TTAD  (Temporary Tour Active Duty)  Another federalized Title 10 status used in mobilization of National Guard troops. 

USERRA   (Uniformed Services Employment and Reemployment Rights) Governs employment and re-employment rights of traditional National Guard personnel called to active duty.
