2. PURPOSE. THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO PROVIDE EDICAL/DENTAL SCREENING/ TREATMENT GUIDANCE TO RC CDRS PREPARING UOI TO MOBILIZE/DEPLOY. 

3. SCOPE. THIS MSG PERTAINS ONLY TO SOLDIERS AND SELRES UNITS 
DESIGNATED AS UOI AND SCHEDULED TO DEPLOY ON A DESIGNATED TPFDD 
WITHIN 75 DAYS OF MOBILIZATION (M+75). 


4. GENERAL. 


A. HQDA WILL ASSIST RC UOI M+75 SOLDIERS PRIOR TO MOBILIZATION WITH 
MEDICAL SCREENING; DENTAL SCREENING AND DENTAL TREATMENT SERVICES REQUIRED FOR MOBILIZATION/DEPLOYMENT. MEDICAL CARE/TREATMENT SERVICES FROM MEDICAL COMMAND (MEDCOM) MEDICAL TREATMENT FACILITIES (MTF) ARE NOT AUTHORIZED FOR RC UOI PRIOR TO MOBILIZATION. 


B. HQDA SET ASIDE A SPECIAL $23M DENTAL SCREENING/TREATMENT PROGRAM FOR RC UOI IN ADDITION TO ROUTINE USAR/ARNG MEDICAL READINESS PROGRAMS ALREADY IN PLACE. 


C. RC UOI CDRS AND SUPERVISORS SHOULD TAKE IMMEDIATE ACTION TO 
ASSESS SOLDIER MEDICAL/DENTAL READINESS AND TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION THRU THEIR RC CHAIN OF COMMAND (RSC/STATE MED DETS) TO ACCESS A VARIETY OF EXTRAORDINARY MEDICAL/DENTAL RESOURCES BEING MADE AVAILABLE TO PREPARE THEM FOR OBILIZATION/DEPLOYMENT. 


D. USA MEDICAL COMMAND (MEDCOM) MEDICAL TREATMENT FACILITIES (MTF), DENTAL COMMAND (DENCOM) DENTAL TREATMENT FACILITIES (DTF), 
FEDS HEAL, STATE MED DETS AND A VARIETY OF OTHER MEDICAL/DENTAL 
PAGE 03 RUEADWD6659 UNCLAS SERVICE PROGRAMS ARE ALL IN FULL SUPPORT OF RC UOI. 


E. RECENT MOBILIZATION OF RC MEDICAL SUPPORT UNITS (MSU) IN DIRECT 
SUPPORT OF THE PPP/PSP WILL PROVIDE ADDITIONAL MEDICAL/DENTAL 
SERVICE OPPORTUNITIES FOR RC UOI. 


5. MEDICAL SCREENING RESPONSIBILITIES AND SERVICES. 


A. RC SOLDIERS ARE INDIVIDUALLY RESPONSIBLE FOR PROVIDING ACCURATE REPORTS OF THEIR MEDICAL READINESS/DEPLOYABILITY. 


(1) REF D REQUIRES RC SOLDIERS TO COMPLETE AN ANNUAL DA FORM 7349.   THIS FORM PROVIDES RC UNIT ADMINISTRATORS/CDRS/MEDICAL AUTHORITIES WITH AN ANNUAL ASSESSMENT/SCREENING OF PERSONNEL AND SERVES AS A GOOD FIRST INDICATOR OF MEDICAL ISSUES REQUIRING FURTHER ATTENTION/RESOURCES. 


(2) SOLDIERS ARE ALSO REQUIRED TO COMPLETE/UPDATE A DD FORM 2795 PRE-DEPLOYMENT HEALTH ASSESSMENT 30 DAYS PRIOR TO DEPLOYMENT. THE FORM IS ADMINISTERED, REVIEWED AND SIGNED BY A HEALTH CARE PERSON (MEDIC OR HIGHER). POSITIVE RESPONSES ON A DD FORM 2795 MUST BE REFERRED TO/REVIEWED BY A PROVIDER (PHYSICIAN, PA, ADVANCED PRACTICE NURSE, NURSE PRACTITIONER) FOR FURTHER EVALUATION. POSITIVE RESPONSES ON DD FORM 2795 SIGNALS POTENTIAL DEPLOYABILITY ISSUES. SMART CDRS COMPLETE DD FORM 2795 WELL AHEAD OF MOBILIZATION, ALLOWING THEM TO REQUEST ADDITIONAL MEDICAL REVIEWS/SCREENING PRIOR 
TO MOBILIZATION AND DEPLOYMENT. 

B. RC CDRS AND SUPERVISORS AT ALL LEVELS REMAIN RESPONSIBLE FOR ASSESSING, DOCUMENTING, PREPARING SOLDIERS AND UNITS FOR MEDICAL DEPLOYMENT. MOST MEDICAL SCREENING ITEMS/SERVICES CAN BE COMPLETED AT HOME STATION PRIOR TO MOBILIZATION. 


C. RC CDRS WILL ACCOMPLISH MEDICAL SCREENING TASKS OUTLINED IN REF B AND C AT HOME STATION PRIOR TO MOBILIZATION. THESE TASKS INCLUDE: 


     (1) DNA SPECIMEN (KITS CAN BE ORDERED/ADMINISTERED AT HOME STATION BY UNIT PERSONNEL; RESULTS AUTOMATICALLY DOCUMENTED IN MEDPROS; DOCUMENT DNA DRAW DATE ON DD FORM 2766). 
     

(2) MASK INSERTS (UNITS CAN ORDER PRIOR TO MOBSTA PROCESSING, THRU ROUTINE LOGISTICS CHANNELS; REQUIRES SOLDIER TO PROVIDE AN EYE REFRACTION PRESCRIPTION CURRENT WITHIN 2 YRS OF EPLOYMENT; DOCUMENT COMPLETION IN MEDPROS). 
     

(3) SPECTACLES (UNITS CAN ORDER PRIOR TO MOBSTA PROCESSING, THRU ROUTINE LOGISTICS CHANNELS; REQUIRES SOLDIER TO PROVIDE AN EYE REFRACTION PRESCRIPTION CURRENT WITHIN 2 YRS OF DEPLOYMENT: DOCUMENT COMPLETION IN MEDPROS). 
     

(4) DD FORM 2766 (THIS IS THE DEPLOYMENT HEALTH RECORD (HREC) 
SOLDIERS/UNITS DEPLOY WITH TO THEIR MISSION LOCATION; THE PERMANENT HREC REMAINS AT MOBSTA UNTIL SOLDIERS/UNITS REDEPLOY/DEMOBILIZE). 
     

(5) DD FORM 2795 (REQUIRED WITHIN 30 DAYS OF DEPLOYMENT. DOCUMENT COMPLETION AND MAILING DATE IN MEDPROS; ORIGINAL COPY POSTED IN HREC; COPY POSTED TO DD FORM 2766; COPY MAILED TO AMSA). 
     

(6) DA FORM 3365 AUTHORITY FOR MEDICAL WARNING TAG (DOCUMENT 
COMPLETION IN MEDPROS) 
     

(7) HEARING AID BATTERIES (UNITS CAN ORDER PRIOR TO MOBSTA 
PROCESSING, THRU ROUTINE LOGISTICS CHANNELS; DOCUMENT COMPLETION IN MEDPROS) 
     

(8) DA FORM 7349/ANNUAL MEDICAL SCREENING 
     

(9) IMMUNIZATIONS SEE REF C, (DOCUMENT IN MEDPROS IMMUNIZATION TRACKING SYSTEM (ITS) MODULE; UNITS CAN ACCESS ALL REQUIRED IMMUNIZATIONS TO INCLUDE ANTHRAX AND SMALLPOX USING A VARIETY OF ORGANIC RC ASSETS, FEDS HEAL, STATE MED DETS, PROGRAMS, ETC.) 
     

(10) TUBERCULOSIS SKIN TESTING (DOCUMENT IN MEDPROS ITS MODULE; UNITS ACCESS SERVICES AS OUTLINED ABOVE). 
     

(11) HIV TESTING (DOCUMENT IN MEDPROS ITS MODULE; UNITS ACCESS 
SERVICES AS ABOVE). 


D. MEDCOM MTF, AS COORDINATED BY THEIR REGIONAL MEDICAL COMMANDS (RMC) AND SUPPORTED RC UOI CHAIN OF COMMAND (RSC/STATE MED DETS), WILL PROVIDE MOBILIZATION/DEPLOYMENT MEDICAL SCREENING SERVICES, WITHIN THE SCOPE OF THIS MSG, TO TARGETED RC UOI ONLY, WITHIN RMC GEOGRAPHIC BOUNDARIES, AFTER RC UOI EXHAUST ALL RC ASSETS, RESOURCES, PROGRAMS AVAILABLE. THESE INCLUDE FEDS HEAL, STATE MED DETS AND OTHER CONTRACT METHODS PROVIDING MEDICAL SCREENING SERVICES ON A LOCAL OR REGIONAL BASIS AND FUNDED THRU VARIOUS RC READINESS PROGRAMS. MEDCOM MEDICAL SCREENING SERVICES ARE DEFINED AS: 


(1) ALL REQUIRED IMMUNIZATIONS; ALL ASSOCIATED VACCINE ADVERSE 
EVENTS. 


(2) TUBERCULOSIS SKIN TESTING (REQUIRED WITHIN 12 MONTHS OF 
DEPLOYMENT). 


(3) HIV TESTING (REQUIRED WITHIN 6 MONTHS OF DEPLOYMENT). 


(4) PHYSICAL EXAMINATION (PE) ONLY IF CLINICALLY INDICATED BY VIRTUE 
OF POSITIVE DA FORM 7349 OR DD FORM 2795 ANNOTATIONS. MEDCOM WILL 
NOT PERFORM ROUTINE PHYSICAL EXAMINATIONS. RC UOI M+75 SOLDIERS CAN AND SHOULD ACCESS ANNUAL MEDICAL SCREENINGS IAW REF A TITLE 10 PARA  1074A, (D) (1) (A) USING APPROPRIATE RC MEDICAL READINESS PROGRAM FUNDS. MEDCOM WILL ASSIST WHEN LOCAL PROGRAM CAPACITY IS EXHAUSTED. 


(4) POSTING ALL MEDICAL SCREENING EVENTS TO THE MEDPROS INDIVIDUAL 
MEDICAL READINESS (IMR) MODULE. 


6. DENTAL SCREENING RESPONSIBILITIES AND SERVICES. 


A. UNIT COMMANDERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR DENTAL READINESS OF PERSONNEL IAW REF C. COMMANDERS, SUPERVISORS AND SUPPORTING MEDICAL AUTHORITIES SHOULD MAKE AN IMMEDIATE ASSESSMENT OF THEIR UNIT CURRENT DENTAL STATUS AND PREPARE PLANS TO SCHEDULE SCREENINGS, TREATMENTS AND RESOURCE REQUIREMENTS WITHIN THE RC UOI CHAIN OF COMMAND. 


B. SOLDIERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR MAINTAINING APPROPRIATE INDIVIDUAL DENTAL READINESS IAW REF C. 


C. SOLDIERS MUST MEET DENTAL READINESS CLASSIFICATION 1 OR 2 
STANDARDS TO DEPLOY. DENTAL CLASSIFICATION STANDARDS ARE OUTLINED IN REF C. 


D. THE FEDERAL STRATEGIC HEALTH ALLIANCE (FED HEAL) IS A NETWORK OF 
OVER 14,000 CIVILIANS DENTAL PROVIDERS AND SOME VA FACILITIES, 
EMPLOYED TO BRING SOLDIERS TO DEPLOYABLE (DENTAL CLASS 1 OR 2) 
STANDARDS. FEDS HEAL SERVICES IN THE USAR ARE ACCESSED USING THE 
AUTOMATIC VOUCHER SYSTEMS (AVS), A WEB-BASED ELECTRONIC BUSINESS 
PROCESS ADMINISTERED BY THE UNIT ADMINISTRATOR (UA) TO 
REQUEST/RECEIVE AUTHORIZED SCREENING/TREATMENT FOR AUTHORIZED 
SOLDIERS. USAR UNITS SHOULD COORDINATE ACCESS/ISSUES THRU THEIR 
SUPPORTING REGIONAL SUPPORT COMMANDS (RSC). 


E. THE ARNG PROVIDES DENTAL SCREENING/TREATMENT SERVICES THRU EACH STATE MEDICAL DETACHMENT AND A VARIETY OF LOCAL SERVICE CONTRACTS SIMILAR TO FEDS HEAL. ARNG UNITS SHOULD COORDINATE ACCESS/ISSUES THRU THEIR SUPPORTING STATE SURGEON AND MED DETS. 


F. DENCOM DTF, AS COORDINATED BY DENCOM AND THE SUPPORTED RC UOI 
CHAIN OF COMMAND, WILL PROVIDE MOBILIZATION/DEPLOYMENT DENTAL 
SCREENING AND TREATMENT SERVICES, WITHIN THE SCOPE OF THIS MSG, TO 
TARGETED RC UOI ONLY, WITHIN DENCOM GEOGRAPHIC BOUNDARIES, AFTER 
UNITS EXHAUST ALL RC ASSETS, RESOURCES, PROGRAMS AVAILABLE. THESE 
INCLUDE FEDS HEAL, STATE MED DETS AND OTHER CONTRACT METHODS 
PROVIDING DENTAL SCREENING/TREATMENT SERVICES ON A LOCAL OR REGIONAL BASIS AND FUNDED THRU VARIOUS RC READINESS PROGRAMS. RC UOI SHOULD COORDINATE ACCESS/ISSUES THRU THEIR USAR RSC OR ARNG STATE SURGEON WITH THE LOCAL SUPPORTING DENCOM DTF. 


8. DOCUMENTING SOLDIER INDIVIDUAL MEDICAL READINESS IN MEDPROS. 
A. THE ARMY CENTRALIZED, CERTIFIED, WEB-BASED STANDARD FOR 
DOCUMENTING INDIVIDUAL MEDICAL READINESS (IMR) IS THE MEDICAL 
PROTECTION SYSTEM (MEDPROS). SUCCESSFUL UNITS DOCUMENT SOLDIER IMR USING THE PANOPLY OF MODERN ELECTRONIC HARDWARE/SOFTWARE TOOLS OFFERED BY MEDPROS. ACCESS TO MEDPROS IS MADE THRU WWW.MODS.ARMY.MIL OR CALLING THE MEDPROS SUPPORT DESK AT DSN 761.4976 OR 1.888.849.4341. 


B. THE ARMY LEADERSHIP EMPLOYS MEDPROS COMMAND DRILL DOWN REPORTS TO ASSESS/REPORT THE IMR OF AC/RC UNITS. CDRS CONTROL THE ACCURACY OF THE REPORTS BY ENSURING IMR DATA IS CONTINUOUSLY UPDATED.
