INITIAL SIGHT SETTING, 25 METERS

Before firing, the soldier sets the initial sight setting for 25-meters on his weapon. (This is equivalent to using the L sight on the M16A1.) To do this, he adjusts the front sight up or down until the base of the sight post is flush with the sight post well. He, then, turns the rear windage knob until the index mark on the 0-2 sight is aligned with the rear sight base index (Figure G-25). The elevation knob is turned one click past the 8/3 mark (8/3 + 1). The elevation knob remains in this position until the battlesight zero is obtained.

The pit officer scores the targets. The pit crew responds promptly to commands from the pit officer and informs the pit officer of cross-fires. The pit crew accurately counts hits and misses. A hit is any bullet hole that is either completely within or touches some part of the silhouette facing. If a bullet hole does not touch some part of the silhouette facing, it is counted as a miss. Richochets are counted as hits or misses. The pit crew clearly completes scorecards and quickly repairs targets. Qualification standards for the known-distance alternate course are as follows:

· Expert: Hits 38 to 40 targets 

· Sharpshooter: Hits 33 to 37 targets 

· Marksman: Hits 26 to 32 targets 

· Unqualified: Hits 25 targets and below

9. To gain the many benefits associated with having bullets hit exactly where the rifle is aimed during 25-meter firing, the long-range sight is used on the zero range. (27).  Engagement Skills Trainer (EST)  The EST is a multipurpose marksmanship training device.  The technology is essentially the same as the SDSSTD but with marksmanship training scenarios for all Infantry Squad weapons: M16, M203, M249, M9.  Other weapons that may be adapted to the system  include the MK-19 GMG, .50 Cal MG, M60/M240B MG and AT-4. Training scenarios used are based on Marine Corps’ programs of instruction.  The device is being fielded within the National Guard.  The AC is reviewing for acceptance.


(a)  Basic Skills Trainer (BST).  The BST consists of a student station and an instructor station. It is an indoor/shipboard training device that can test the gunner's skills in a wide variety of situations. The student station consists of a simulated CLU and Simulated Missile Round (SMR). The instructor station consists of a color video display screen, an 80386-based microcomputer, hard and floppy disk drives, a keyboard, and an air conditioner.  The instructor station allows the instructor to view all of the gunner's actions and to create new training exercises. The BST runs engagement exercises that are displayed as computer-generated images in the simulated CLU.

5‑8.  Programs for machine guns (M60/M240B MMG /M249LMG /M2HB .50 Caliber HMG)


a. M60/M240B MMG (CAT I). The standards by TRC are given below. Recommended training strategies and ammunition resources are provided in Table 5-29. Field Manuals: M60 MMG - FM 23-67; NBC firing/qualification has been integrated into other training/qualification events.



(1) TRC A Standard. Ninety percent of the assigned machine gunners will have met the individual requirements to standard within the past six months; assistant machine gunners within the past year. Individual requirements consist of qualifying on the record courses IAW appropriate FM.  Record courses include 10 meter, transition and night transition. Each assigned machine gunner, as part of a squad or larger unit, will have participated in a LFX to standard (ARTEP 7-8 MTP) within the past three months. All assigned machine gunners will have successfully participated in a platoon external evaluation to standard (ARTEP 7-8 MTP) as part of a company or higher FTX within the past six months.



(2) TRC B Standard. Eighty percent of the assigned machine gunners will have met the individual requirement within the past training year.  Individual requirements consist of 10 meter record, transition record, and night record.  Eighty percent of the assigned assistant gunners will have met the individual requirements within the past two training years.  Each assigned machine gunner, as part of a squad or larger unit, will have participated in an  LFX to standard (ARTEP 7-8 MTP) within the past training year. All assigned machine gunners will have participated in a platoon external evaluation to standard (ARTEP 7-8 MTP) within the past two training years.  TRC C Commanders may defer night fire to post mobilization training for units without appropriate night vision equipment and/or access to night fire ranges.



(3) TRC C Standard.  Eighty percent of assigned machine gunners will have qualified on the 10M exercise within the past training year.  Designated assistant gunners will qualify on the 10M exercise every other training year.
