OPEN SEASON FOR MENG TECHNICIANS 

15 OCTOBER – 31 DECEMBER 2004

1.  TSP Open Season begins 15 October and ends 31 December.  During this Open Season you may start, stop, or change the amount of your bi-weekly contributions.  

The booklet, “Summary of the Thrift Savings Plan for Federal Employees” is still in the 

process of being updated.  Therefore, the most up-to-date information can be found by

referring to “TSP Features” on the website at http://www.tsp.gov/features/index.html.
2. Form TSP-1: Election Form, TSP-1, enables you to start, stop and change the amount of your biweekly contributions.  The form is available upon request or at http://www.tsp.gov/forms/tsp-1.pdf.

3. Contribution limits:  You may contribute up to the limits specified below but not to exceed the IRS annual elective deferral limit of $14,000.00 for tax year 2005.  


FERS EMPLOYEES:
 May elect up to 15% of basic pay earned each pay period.


CSRS EMPLOYEES:
 May elect up to 10% of basic pay earned each pay period.

4.  You may allocate your biweekly contributions to one or a combination of the five available TSP Investments Funds.  Information on these funds can be found on the TSP website at http://www.tsp.gov/features/index.html.  You may use form TSP-50 (available upon request) to allocate contributions, however, HRO cannot process form TSP-50.  You must mail the form directly to the TSP address provided on the form.  It is highly recommended that you use the TSP web site or the TSP ThriftLine (1-877-968-3778) to allocate contributions.  You will need your social security number and TSP PIN (personal identification number).  For participating employees who have lost their PIN, a new one may be requested through the ThriftLine or web site. 

5.  Attention new TSP participants: You must wait until you receive your New Account Letter and PIN from the TSP office before you allocate contributions.  All contributions will be invested in the G Fund until a request for contribution allocation is made.  

6.  Your TSP-1 must be received in HRO (Augusta) by close of business on 31 December.   The effective date of your election depends on when the TSP-1 is received:
