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MEMORANDUM FOR: All Full Time Supervisors and Managers
SUBJECT:  Smoking Policy for Building #7 at Camp Keyes
1. This is a new policy and is effective immediately.  Unless sooner rescinded or superseded, this policy will expire 28 November 2008.
2. Time allotted to smoke or use spit tobacco products will be allowed during normal break times only. There are no additional breaks for the use of tobacco products.  Fifteen (15) minutes is allotted for the morning and afternoon breaks.  These periods may be divided into smaller segments to allow for multiple breaks, but they must not exceed the total allotted amount of time.  Supervisors must thoroughly explain and work with their employees or soldiers to ensure that this provision is not abused.

3. The designated area to smoke or use spit tobacco products has been changed effective the date of the policy.  A building has been relocated behind building #7 adjacent to Blaine Ave as the designated area.  Smoking or the use spit tobacco products will only be within the building provided.
