Annex 7   Promotions


1.  RC OFFICER PROMOTIONS:

     
a.  For Army National Guard (ARNG) officers called to active duty under 10 USC 12302, a declared national emergency, or 10 USC 12304, Presidential Call Up, the following will apply:  commissioned officers ordered to active duty under the provisions of 10 USC 12302 or 12304 will be retained on the Reserve Active-Status List (RASL) for a period of up to two years.  

b.  The promotion authority for ARNG officers and warrant officers ordered to active duty under the provisions of 10 USC 12302 or 12304 is the Chief, National Guard Bureau.

c.  Army National Guard officers may continue to be considered for promotion under the unit vacancy promotion process IAW with NGR 600-100.  However, only officers within the mobilized unit may be considered for unit vacancy promotion while the unit is mobilized.  



(1)  Recommendations for promotion will be forwarded on DA Form 4187 to the unit’s state military personnel office (MILPO).  Table 1 provides Time in Grade, Military Education Requirements, and Promotion Recommendation Authority for unit vacancy promotions.  



(2)  Upon verification, the state MILPO will forward a copy of the order and associated documentation to the Officer Management Branch of the National Guard Bureau (NGB-ARP-C) for processing and federal recognition.  



(3)  The Officer Management Branch (ARP-C) will forward a copy of the promotion order and Federal recognition documentation to U.S. Total Army Personnel Command (PERSCOM), RC Liaison Office, ATTN: TAPC-PDZ-B, 200 Stovall Street, Alexandria, VA 22302 or fax to DSN 221-4838 or DIV 703-325-4838.   



(4)  The PERSCOM RC Liaison Office will provide promotion documentation to appropriate DA agencies for final processing of related personnel actions.


d.  Officers, to include warrant officers, placed on active duty for special work (ADSW), temporary tours of active duty (TTAD), or who have been involuntarily called to active duty up 10 USC 12304, Presidential Reserve Call-up (PRC), remain under Reserve Component officer and warrant officer personnel management.

e.  ARNG officers selected for mandatory promotion, but not promoted before being mobilized, or who were selected for promotion while mobilized, will have the following three options:

     
(1)  Immediately accept the promotion.  Officers are required to be in a position of the higher grade to accept the promotion.  

     
(2)  Delay the promotion for up to three years.  On approaching his/her maximum time in grade (TIG) date while still mobilized the officer can request a delay of promotion IAW AR 135-155, Chapter 4, Section IV.  This may be to the officer’s advantage if the officer’s maximum TIG date is late in the period of mobilization, affording the officer a longer period to find a suitable position in the selected reserve.

     
(3)  Decline the promotion.  At any time prior to or upon reaching maximum TIG date the officer can choose to decline the promotion.  Upon doing so, the officer’s name will be removed from the promotion list and the officer will be considered to have been non-selected for promotion.  The provisions of AR 135-155, paragraph 4-28, apply.

f.  Commander, PERSCOM, Office of Promotions (Reserve Components) (TAPC-MSL) will notify mobilized officers selected for promotion of their options as listed in paragraph e.  Officers must select one of the options prior to reaching their maximum TIG date and notify their promotion authority of the option selected.  Officers who do not select an option will be considered to have declined promotion upon reaching their maximum TIG date.

2.  RC WARRANT OFFICER PROMOTIONS

a.  Per ASA (M&RA) memorandum, 23 April 2002, “Suspension of Law Pertaining to Permanent Reserve Warrant Officers,” the application of section 574(a), Title 10, U.S. Code, for permanent reserve warrant officers ordered to active duty under provisions of section 12302, Title 10, U.S. Code is suspended.  Exclude from the active duty list all reserve warrant officers and reserve commissioned warrant officers who have been or will be ordered to active duty under provisions of section 12302, Title 10 U.S. Code.  The promotion authority for ARNG warrant officers ordered to active duty under the provisions of 10 USC 12302 or 12304 is the Chief, National Guard Bureau.
b.  Warrant officers, to include commissioned warrant officers, ordered to active duty under the provisions of 10 USC 12302 will remain under Reserve personnel management for up to two years.  

c.  Army National Guard warrant officers mobilized under the provisions of 10 USC 12302 or 10 USC 12304 will remain eligible for promotion in accordance with NGR 600-101, Chapter 7.  Tables 2 and 3 below provide Time in Grade and Military Education requirements for promotion of warrant officers.  


(1)  The individual’s unit commander will initiate the request for promotion utilizing DA Form 4187 (Personnel Action) and forward to State Military Personnel Office (MILPO).  



(2)  After completion of promotion action by the state, the MILPO will forward a copy of the order and associated documentation to the Officer Management Branch of the National Guard Bureau (NGB-ARP-C), 111 S. George Mason Dr., Arlington, VA  22204, for processing and issue of Federal recognition.   



(3)  The Officer Management Branch will forward a copy of the promotion order and Federal recognition documentation to U.S. Total Army Personnel Command (PERSCOM), RC Liaison Office, ATTN: TAPC-PDZ-B, 200 Stovall Street, Alexandria, VA 22302 or fax to DSN 221-4838 or DIV 703-325-4838.   



(4)  The PERSCOM RC Liaison Office will provide promotion documentation to appropriate DA agencies for final processing of related personnel actions.

d.  Warrant officers, to include commissioned warrant officers, placed on active duty for special work (ADSW), temporary tours of active duty (TTAD), or who have been involuntarily called to active duty under the provisions of 10 USC 12304, Presidential Reserve Call-up (PRC), remain under Reserve Component warrant officer personnel management.

*This requirement is effective 1 October 1998. As an exception, warrant officers who on 1 Oct 98 have attained three years time in grade as CW3 are not required to complete this course. 


Note 1.  This is the minimum military education requirement for promotion to CW3 for all MOS specialties.  As an exception, for those specialties which do not have courses for either SWOT or WOAC, the minimum requirements for promotion to CW3 is the 

completion of WOTTC or WOBC and the common core prerequisite studies administered by the WOCC.

Note 2.  Effective with implementation of this regulation, the minimum military education requirements for promotion of warrant officers to the grade of CW4 who have not completed a WOAC or SWOT due to lack of such courses in their MOS is the completion of WOTTC or WOBC and the Warrant Officer Staff Course (WOSC), to include the prerequisite correspondence studies required for the Warrant Officer Advance Course (WOAC).   

3.  RC ENLISTED PROMOTIONS.  State Adjutants General (MPMOs) will include active duty ARNGUS soldiers in their promotion systems while under orders for partial mobilization.  STARC should review current board actions and accelerate promotions during the alert period, when such actions are in consonance with NGR 600-200.  

a.  The following is the authority to promote Army National Guard of the United States soldiers mobilized under the provisions of 10 USC 12302 (Partial Mobilization).

b.  Advancements to PV2, PFC, and SPC with effective date the first day of eligibility.  Mobilized soldiers must be in a promotable status on the effective date of promotion.  States and territories will forward eligibility rosters to U.S. Total Army Personnel Command (PERSCOM), RC Liaison Office, ATTN: TAPC-PDZ-B, 200 Stovall Street, Alexandria, VA 22302 or fax to DSN 221-4838 or CIV 703-325-4838 to identify promotable enlisted soldiers that are mobilized.  States and territories should forward these rosters 30 days in advance of the effective date.  

c.  Commanders exercising UCMJ authority for Army National Guard soldiers will advance soldiers in their units in accordance with the criteria established in NGR 600-200.  Once approved by their commanders, a copy of the approved DA form 4187 must be forwarded to the RC liaison at PERSCOM identified above.  A copy of the soldier’s promotion documents will be forwarded to the state concerned.  
d.  NGR 600-200 contains the authority and instructions for advancement.  For advancement to PV2 the soldier must have 6 months time in service (TIS) waiverable to 4 months.  For advancement to PFC the soldier must have 12 months TIS, waiverable to 6 months, and 4 months time in grade (TIMIG), waiverable to 2 months.  For advancement to SPC the soldier must have 26 months TIS, waiverable to 14 months, and 6 months TIMIG, waiverable to 3 months, and qualified in the MOS to which advanced.

e.  Promotions to SGT through SGM:  Army National Guard soldiers mobilized under 10 USC 12302 will be promoted using the promotion criteria established in NGR 600-200.  Soldiers will be considered for unit vacancy promotions within their mobilized unit of assignment.  State Adjutants General and/or the soldier’s unit commander (who exercises UCMJ authority) will initiate the promotion request on a DA Form 4187 (Personnel Action) and forward to U.S. Total Army Personnel Command (PERSCOM), RC Liaison Office, ATTN: TAPC-PDZ-B, 200 Stovall Street, Alexandria, VA 22302 or fax to DSN 221-4838 or DIV 703-325-4838.  PERSCOM is the order-issuing authority.  PERSCOM will do the vetting between the commanders of mobilized units and the States to ensure they agree.  If the States and the units do not agree, PERSCOM will arbitrate and decide.  

f.  Soldiers recommended for promotion will not appear before an active component unit promotion board.  Soldiers must be listed within the promotion objective of their state promotion list.  Soldiers not boarded on the last list must wait until the next regularly scheduled promotion board before they can be recommended for promotion.  

g.  Disregard the DA Personnel Policy Guidance (PPG), Annex C, paragraph 21b(4)(b):  “A mobilized soldier may be recommended for and promoted in a unit vacancy in either the non-mobilized portion of their unit from which the DUIC they are assigned to originated (if applicable) or a non-deployable TDA position within their state force structure. This is dependent upon the declination codes the soldier selected on the NGB Form 4100-1-R-E.”  A formal request has been submitted to delete this guidance in the DA PPG.  It is not the policy of the National Guard Bureau that soldiers be promoted in this way.  

h.  Recommendations for promotion will be forwarded to the RC Liaison Office at PERSCOM for coordination.  The state must agree that the non-mobilized position will remain unfilled until the soldier returns and is reassigned into that vacancy.  Commanders will receive orders from the RC Liaison Office publishing the promotion.  A copy of the soldier’s promotion order will be forwarded to the state/territory concerned.  

i.  Mobilized soldiers accepting the promotion will be conditionally promoted, and must enroll in the required NCOES within 12 months after demobilization before being eligible for further promotion consideration, separation or retirement at the higher grade.  Those promoted conditionally, per NGR 600-200, paragraph 11-28c, whether before or during the period of active duty, will be given first priority for available NCOES course quotas upon return from active duty.  Soldiers who fail to complete the required NCOES within the timeframe specified will be reduced to their previous grade.
