1. EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, THIS MESSAGE ANNOUNCES THE SUSPENSION OF THE GRANDFATHER CLAUSE DEALING WITH HAND TATTOOS {AR 670-1, PARAGRAPH 1-8(E)(5)}. ALL OTHER PROVISIONS OF PARAGRAPH 1-8 WILL REMAIN THE SAME. MACOMS WILL DISSEMINATE THIS INFORMATION TO THEIR SUBORDINATE COMMANDS. 


2. RECRUITING BATTALION COMMANDERS OR RECRUITING BATTALION EXECUTIVE OFFICERS WILL MAKE INITIAL ENTRY DETERMINATIONS THAT TATTOOS OR BRANDS ON THE HANDS COMPLY WITH THE PROVISIONS OF AR 670-1. THIS AUTHORITY WILL NOT BE FURTHER DELEGATED. DETERMINATIONS WILL BE FULLY DOCUMENTED IN WRITING, AND WILL INCLUDE A DESCRIPTION OF EXISTING TATTOOS OR BRANDS AND THEIR LOCATION ON THE HAND. A COPY OF THE DETERMINATION WILL BE PROVIDED TO THE SOLDIER. UNLESS OTHERWISE DIRECTED BY THE ARMY DEPUTY CHIEF OF STAFF, G-1, THESE DETERMINATIONS ARE FINAL. 


3. THIS SUSPENSION TO THE GRANDFATHER CLAUSE DEALING WITH HAND 
TATTOOS WILL BE INCORPORATED INTO THE NEXT REVISION OF AR 670-1 BY 
THE U.S. ARMY PUBLISHING AGENCY (USAPA) UPON COMPLETION OF 
APPROPRIATE STAFFING, LEGAL REVIEW, AND AUTHENTICATION BY SECRETARY OF THE ARMY.
